2. Fred W. Riggs holds that the term ‘comparative’ should be used only for empirical,
nomothetic studies. He outlines three trends in the comparative study of Public
Administration :

(i) From normative towards more empirical approaches : (ii) Shifts from ideographic
(individualistic) towards Nomothetic (Universal); (iii) Shift from a predominantly non-
ecological to an ecological basis for the study of public administration.

3. Guy Peters holds, “Comparative Public Administration is a specialised branch of
Administration taken as a more general area of inquiry. The development of organi-
sation and management theory at a general level can assist in our understanding of
comparative public administraion, but we should not expect all the answers to come
even from that fertile field, The public nature of administration and the need to un-
derstand the social, cultural and political seeking of organisations make the enterprise
of comparative public administration somewhat special. The borrowings from more
general managerial approaches must therefore be done quite carefully and with a proper
concern for contextual and situational factors.”
