America has the model of presidential govenment. The President is the head of the

State as well as of the government. He is elected for a term of four years and may be
re-elected. He appoints his ministers and may remove any minister or change his
departments as per his pleasure. Since the executive and the legislature have been
separated, the President and his ministers cannot be the members of the Congress.
The President may send his message to the Congress and may go there to deliver it
personally, but he cannot vote. The Congress cannot throw out the ministry by
passing a vote of no-confidence. If the President is guilty of treason or of some grave
misdemeanour, he may be removed by the process of impeachment.
